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PASSAGE THOUGHTS

Lesson 41: God's Covenant with David

David had been made king of all Israel
and had defeated one of her greatest
enemies, the Philistines. The Philistines had
been driven back from Geba all the way to
Gezer which removed them from the
Canaanite land. Still David never had peace
with the Philistines during his reign.

David consulted with the military
leaders. He suggested that they gather the
people and bring back the ark of the Lorb
which had not been considered during the
days of Saul (1 Chr. 13:1-3). The assembly
agreed, and David gathered the people from
the border of Egypt in the south to the border
of Hamath in the north. He had a focus
toward the God of Israel, and he was eager to
turn the people back toward God. As the
people gathered to move the ark, they were
celebrating with all their might.

However, in David's eagerness, he
overlooked one important point. According to
Numbers 4:5-6, 15 the Kohathites had been
instructed not to touch the holy objects when
they carried them to avoid death. They were
to carry the ark on their shoulders on poles
placed in rings at the corners of the ark.
Perhaps David was not familiar with this
requirement; however, the priests should
have known what to do. Ignorance of God's
law does not remove us from responsibility
and consequences. Uzzah's death got
David’'s attention. He did not move the ark
any further. He was angry and afraid. David
stopped the ark, and the people went home.

First Chronicles then tells how Hiram,
the king of Tyre, sent cedar trees and laborers
to build a house for David. David recognized
that his kingdom was highly esteemed for the
sake of God's people, Israel. In the meantime
David got the instructions right. He explained
that they had not followed God's ordinance
previously (1 Chr. 15:12-15). The ark was to
be carried by the Levites. Again they
assembled the people, and this time they
brought the ark to Jerusalem.

By following the ordinance properly
there was no more disaster. David and the
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people could truly celebrate. When David
removed his outer kingly garments and
rejoiced in humility before God, it was with a
clean heart. David loved his God, and he
rejoiced in being able to bring the dwelling
place of God back to the people of Israel.
First Chronicles 15 gives more of the details.

Michal’s response to David's actions
shows a different focus. When we realize
that Michal was Saul’s daughter and had not
accompanied David in celebrating the return
of the ark, we see a possible explanation.
Saul did not value the ark of the Lorp as David
did so Michal had no precedence for valuing
the ark. David had already tried to bring back
the ark once, so she should have had some
idea of its importance to David. Perhaps she
had an appreciation of David as a king, but she
did not seem to have an appreciation for his
love for his God.

David was not about to change his love
for God, which was far more important than
his love for a wife or anyone else. It says that
Michal despised David in her heart. It does
not appear that she had a heart for David's
God. She seemed to be more concerned with
appearances before the world. She
considered David to be a fool rather than join
him in his offerings to God. We do not have
any record of her change of heart.

David wanted to build a permanent
structure for the ark of the Lorp, and Nathan
the prophet agreed. However, God had other
plans, and Nathan had to explain the plan to
David. David wanted to build a house for
God, but instead God promised an everlasting
house for David. Here we see the promise of
the coming Son of God. David's response
was to praise God for His greatness and
goodness.

What can you praise God for today? Do
you spend more time looking for what God
can do for you, or what you can do for God?

Lesson 41: God's Covenant with David

After David was established as king, he
gathered thirty thousand chosen men of Israel
and took them to Baale-judah. There they be-
gan to move the ark of God from the land of
Abinadab to Jerusalem. They put the ark on a
new cart and moved it down the hill toward the
threshing floor.

In the meantime David and all the men of
Israel were celebrating. They were playing all
kinds of instruments, and some were made of
fir wood. There were lyres, harps, tambou-
rines, castanets and cymbals. While they were
celebrating, the ark almost fell from the cart be-
cause of the oxen. When Uzzah reached out
to steady the ark, the Lorp struck him down be-
cause of his irreverence. Uzzah died there that
day.

David was angry about Uzzah's death
and named the place Perez-uzzah. Then
David was afraid to move the ark any further.
So David left the ark at the house of Obed-
edom the Gittite for three months. While the
ark was there, God blessed that household.
When David heard that Obed-edom was being
blessed because of the ark, David rejoiced and
sent for the men to carry the ark to Jerusalem.
When the ark had been safely moved six
paces, David made a sacrifice of an ox and a
fatling (1 Chr. 15:2, 13).

David was rejoicing before the Lorp by
dancing and shouting with the trumpet blowing.
As they entered the city, Michal looked out the
window and saw King David leaping and danc-
ing before the Lorp without his outer kingly gar-
ments. She despised him in her heart.

David brought the ark to its place inside
the tent he had made for it. Then David offered
burnt offerings and peace offerings before the
Lorp. David blessed the people in the name of
the Lorp. Then David gave all the men and
women a cake of bread, and one of dates and
one of raisins. Then the people went home.

At home Michal ac-
cused David of being un-
distinguished and of
acting foolishly before the
maids without his kingly
garments. But David ex-
plained that he was celebrating to the Lorp who
had chosen him to be the ruler of all Israel.
David explained that he would be humble in his
own eyes and that he was not being undistin-
guished before the maids. Michal never had
any children. It is not likely that she would
have raised children who loved God.

Now David was living in his house, and
the Lorp had given him peace from all his ene-
mies. David pointed out to Nathan, the
prophet, that he was living in a house of cedar,
but the ark of God was dwelling in a tent of cur-
tains. Nathan told David to go ahead and do
what he wanted to do because the Lorp was
with him.

But that night God told Nathan to go to his
servant, David. Nathan was to explain that he
was not the one to build a house for God to
dwell in. God had taken David from being a
shepherd of sheep and had made him the ruler
of Israel. God had been with David everywhere
he went. And God had destroyed David's ene-
mies. God said He would make David's name
great among the people. God would establish
Israel in their own place and give them rest
from their enemies. God would establish
David's kingdom with his son. God said that
David's son would be the one to build a house
for God's name. God would not take His lov-
ingkindness from David's son as was done with
Saul. David's throne would be established for-
ever. So Nathan told David all that God had
said.

David went and sat before God and re-
membered what God had done for him with a
grateful heart. David praised God for His great-
ness and thanked Him for His promises.

OPENING: OA Statement andyor activity to begin getting the students’ attention.

Welcome to class. David wanted to build a temple for God, but we will find out about a special promise that

God made to him instead.

- Word Puzzle Page: Make available as students arrive. Use the time they are doing these to
communicate individually with the students. When it is time to start, put papers away to complete later.

« Thirty Thousand: Provide paper for students to attach stickers or draw pictures of happy faces. Then
have them make stick figure people to represent the thirty thousand men that David gathered from Israel.

VERSE: e! Have students find it in their Bible. Use enjoyable association and participation.

Add-a-Word: Review the verse with the students. Divide the class into two groups. Have each group line
up behind a designated line. Give a marker or chalk to the first student of each group. When the teacher
says "go," the first student of each group goes to the board and writes the first word of the verse. He or she
then runs back to the line and passes the marker to the next student in line who then writes the second
word. If a mistake has been made, the player may use their turn to correct the mistake. Continue until one
group has written the complete verse correctly and all members are seated on the floor.

ENLIGHTENING EVENTS: _ Consider the students’ abilities and interests.

+ Musical Celebration: Have a few students provide misic for the class as a celebration. David was
celebrating because the ark of God was finally going to be moved to Jerusalem.

+ Move a Cart Scenario: Make some sort of cart. Have the students move something on a cart. Make
observations about the process. The priests tried to move the ark on a cart, but it almost fell off when the
oxen stumbled. They were not moving it the way God had told them to move it.

« Focus on Michal: Compare and contrast such things as fine clothing and regular clothes; outward and
inward "looks," emotions of joy and bitterness; one God and gods of the land. Michal did not seem to love
God the way David did. She seemed to be more concerned about outward looks. It was David’s kingly
appearance that was important to her rather than his relationship with God.

- Act It Out: Have students (perhaps as groups) act out several past events of things that David was
praising God for. You may want to help the students make a remembrance collage or picture of things
they are thankful for. David praised God for all the things He had done for him. God has done many
things for us, too.

« Praising God: Take two or three big words that David used in his praise, and help the students
understand them. Have the students share things they would praise God for. David was very grateful to
God for many things.

DEVOTION DISCUSSION & PRAYER: m Students share from their home devotion pages.

Students should have their home devotion pages as teachers ask questions and students share their
answers. Afterwards use a notebook to record prayer requests, review answers and pray together.

STOP and THINK: A few minutes (3-7) to meditate on a passage related truth.
Consider: Think about one of the parables. (Use one they seem to understand.)

SNACK and SHARE: %‘ Share challenges and/or successes while snacking.

» Snack: Dates, raisins and bread; water.
« Questions: Who could be the eternal king forever? \Who are some kings you know about?

ENDING: @ Teacher guided, easy to leave.

Guessing Socks: God made a special promise to David. And He made special promises to other people,
also. This is a good time to review some of the other special promises. Use objects representing Adam,
Noah, Abraham and Jacob. Use a different sock for each object or put several small objects in one sock.
Have the students guess what the object is after they feel it. When they guess the object, ask who the
object reminds them about. Review promises God made to each of these people.
